Recently her
daughter was married with a very
good person, who was an old friend
of the family and now both of them

are happily together.

A Unificationist woman coming
originally from Japan shared an
experience from when she grew up.
She had no concept of God because
she was educated only in ethics
from the Buddhist and Confucianist
